“Severnaya” grad-
ually opened-up a whole new world for the people where they found their true selves.
A place where one is needed, welcome and taken interest in. The community is not only
a lecture hall, or a hesed, or a synagogue or social services — it is all in one and it is
constantly changing. In essence it is “consolidated a yiddisher mame”. The members
of “Severnaya” create something like a Shtetl. People of high level of education, intel-
ligence, culture and grace came together and want to go “back to being Jews — there
is more light there”.

Vladov found the first prospective members by picking out Jewish surnames from the
list of people receiving social services in the area.

The people came, got acquainted with each other and took interest
in what was going on. They started to talk and found out that they all had been living
next door to each other for years. Vladov is sure that the viability and effectiveness of
the community is mostly due to the territorial factor. It is good to visit someone just
taking a short walk.

Community activists aimed to achieve full financial in-
dependence, to solve all problems without donations or grants from the outside. At
present, outside resources are attracted only for special large-scale projects that can
produce an impact on the social and cultural life of the district and the city.

The Festival
became an annual event thanks to the support of “Joint” and “UJA Federation of New
York”. Now young Jewish artistic groups come here not only from other districts of
Moscow but even from other countries.

Community achievements were
presented in newspapers, on the radio and
television and won the “Project of the Year
Award” several times. The Community’s
best practices were disseminated in Ryazan
(Russia) and Tiraspol (Moldova).
